Waste Framework Directive

FNADE urges to pay attention to the new definition of recovery that implies a lot of consequences for shipment of wastes and urges to build up an exhaustive and harmonised European list of treatment operations, without subsidiarity opening the door to increasing transport of wastes, less environment protection and more litigation cases.
· (By-products:

FNADE asks for NO DEFINITION AT ALL, following voted amendments – ENVI 8 April 2008: 43, 45 part 1, 104 and 106. We highlight that a definition of by-products would allow to declassify numerous waste streams, including hazardous waste, and would not bring more legal certainty than current situation.
· ( End-of-waste status:

Amendments 10, 11 Jackson, 117 and 122. FNADE supports the view that end-of-waste stage is achieved when the chain of recovery operations is completed, with criteria that guaranty high level of environment protection, and rules that ensure a market exists - all the Member States using the same rules.
· ( Recovery:

A more demanding definition of recovery must be adopted in order to guaranty environment protection and efficiency of recovery operations (avoid « sham recovery »). FNADE strongly recommends that the list of operations in Annex II be qualified as « exhaustive », with periodic revision, for adaptation to technical progress. All Member States have to use the same list, otherwise there is no level playing field, with risks of “eco-dumping”, and impossible implementation of Waste Shipment Regulation rules in case of cross-boarder waste movements. Subsidiarity on the qualification of wastes treatment operations must be avoided.
· ( Energy recovery:

FNADE supports amendment 98 adopted by ENVI Committee, as well as the R1 formula as it stays in Council of Ministers position.
· ( Recycling:

FNADE supports amendment 90 adopted by ENVI Committee, taking into consideration that recycling operation takes places at the final stage of the material recovery chain, when comes the time for (re-)incorporation of recovered “waste” into a product or a material.
· ( Self sufficiency and proximity:

FNADE considers that these principles must be kept as one of the key stones of Waste Management policy. Otherwise there is no possibility for planning investments (most of them are public ones).
· (( Hazardous waste:

FNADE supports amendments 36, 37, 38 and 130 related to classification of hazardous waste.
· ( Traceability:

FNADE supports amendments 23, 30 and 31 (registers to be held during 5 years).

· ( Permits:

FNADE supports voted amendments 199 (content of the permits), 201 (exemption of permits only for non hazardous waste), 204 (no exemption at all for treatment of hazardous waste), 205, 206, 207 and 220 (registers to be held during 5 years).

· ( Biowaste:
FNADE does not support amendments 188 and 189 calling for « systems of selective collection of biowaste », neither 194 (treatment of biowaste), 195 (control), and 196 (catering waste). We consider that selective collection has to be encouraged but not compulsory - to take into consideration whether or not there are advantages to do so – and that the whole issue of biowaste should be regulated by a specific Directive.[image: image2.jpg]
